Welcome to our Specialty!

Kerry Blue and Irish Soft Coated Wheaten Terrier Club
of Finland proudly hosts it’s annual specialty show at
Teivon Ravirata in Yl6jarvi near Tampere.

Attached is the estimated judging schedule with the
total number of dogs entered per breed as well as the
show number of your dog.

The show is to be held outdoors so we kindly remind
you to dress according the weather. The Specialty is
organized together with the Irish Terrier Club and 4
other breed clubs as well as a group show for dogs
from FCI groups of 4 and 3/10.

The judging of our breed will take place in the rings 5
and 6.

The judging will start at 10am. The checking of
vaccination certificates will take place from 8.30am
onwards. All dogs must be present at the show venue
about an hour before the estimated time of judging
but no later than 12am.

The estimated judging schedule:
Ring 5, judge Mia Sandgren

10:00 Irish Soft Coated Wheaten Terrier, puppies (9)
10:45 Irish Soft Coated Wheaten Terrier, males (29)
12:30 Irish Soft Coated Wheaten Terrier, bitches (36)

Ring 6, judge Monika Uhlikova
13:00 Kerry Blue Terrier (15)

After the breed ring the unofficial show classes will
take place. There will be three categories. The judge
indicates the right to participate by handing out
tickets during the individual assessment. The show
categories are:

- Best head and expression (blue ticket)

- Best movement (green ticket)

- Best coat and colour (orange ticket)

If your dog receives one or more tickets to the
unofficial classes, we kindly ask you to participate in
the competition. The winner of each class is rewarded.

Best in Show competitions are estimated to start at
15:30.

The rings 5 and 6 are located at the end of the horse
track on a grass, please see the attached map. Please
be aware that there will be a couple of hundred meter
walking distance from the parking lot to the ringside.
Follow the signs. Tents may be put up on the grass
area around the rings.

After individual jugding all but Best of Breed —dogs,
Best of Breed —veterans, Best of Breed —juniors, Best
of Breed —puppies and dogs that form the Best of
breed breeders’ and progeny group may leave the
showground. We kindly wish the dogs who have
received the right to participate in the unofficial show
classes, to stay for the competition.

All class winners will be photographed at the photo
station every starting hour. Dog’s jugding number
must to be presented.

Please notice!

Remember to bring with you your dog’s registration
certificate, vaccination certificate, and the judging
number attached to this letter. You will need a safety
pin or such for attaching the number on your sleeve.
Please remember to bring a water bowl, something
for the dog to lie on and a show leash. We kindly
remind you to provide your dog with plenty of water
during the day. On a sunny day it is strictly forbidden
to leave dogs in a car.

Tourist dogs and the cataloque

Dogs that have not been entered to the show may be
present at the show venue provided the vaccination
requirements are fulfilled. Show cataloques are
handed out against the show number at the club’s
show office near the rings 5 and 6.

DRIVING INSTRUCTIONS AND PARKING

By car: The venue is easily reached by following the
signs of Teivon Ravirata. Teivon Ravirata is located
near Vaasantie at the border of Tampere and Yl6jarvi
cities approximately 10km northwest of Tampere city
center.

You may park your cars only to the dedicated parking
areas. There will be parking instructors, whose
guidance should be followed.

By Bus: Bus nr 80 takes you to the venue.

VACCINATION REGULATIONS: In order for the
dog to be present in an event, it must have the
following valid vaccinations:

Canine distemper vaccination. The dog has had the
canine distemper vaccination at least twice and at
least 21 days have passed since the administering of
the booster vaccine. A booster vaccine that has been
administered to a dog less than one year old is valid
for a period of one year. The following booster shots,
which are administered at the age of one year or
older, are valid for a period determined in the
summary of product characteristics for the vaccine in
question.

Rabies. The dog has had at least one rabies
vaccination and at least 21 days have passed since
the administering of the vaccination. A vaccine that
has been administered to a dog less than one year
old is valid for a period of one year. The following
vaccines, which are administered at the age of one
year or older, are valid for a period determined in the
summary of product characteristics for the vaccine in
question.

DOCKED TAILS: Dogs with docked tails that are born
after 1.1.2001 may not participate in any event
organized under FKC. All dogs must be tattooed or
micro-chipped with Indexel/lifechip or Datamars —
chip. If any other form of chip is used, one must bring
their own reading device.
ANTIDOPING -REGULATIONS: Antidoping rules are
applied to all events organized under the FKC. More
