NOVICE A Girls, Boys

Because of the lacking ISU requirements for Novice category and different national requirements,
 the organizer club has decided to follow Finnish national requirements with the exception of ChSp or Step sequence. The requirements are as follow:

Short Program: max 2 min 30 sec


1.  Axel or double axel

2.  Double or triple jump preceded by steps or other free skating movements.

3.  Jump combination (double-double/triple-double/double-triple). Jumps must be different 

     than a solo jump.

4.  Girls: Layback and/or sideways leaning spin (min 6 rev), Boys: Camel spin or Sit spin with or

     without a change of foot (min 6 rev in position)

5.  Combination spin with one change of foot and at least one change of position
    (min 5 rev in each foot)

6. Girls and boys: Step sequence (circular-, serpentine- or straight tline)
Free Skating:
3 min +/- 10 sec (girls), 3 min 30 sec +/- 10 sec (boys)

1. Maximum of 6 jump elements (girls) / 7 jump elements (boys). One must be Axel type jump.

There may be maximum of 3 jump combinations or jump sequences. Only two jumps with two and a half (2 1/2) or three (3) revolutions can be repeated once either in a jump

combination or in a jump sequence. Only 1 jump combination may contain 3 jumps.
2.    Combination spin with at least 1 change of position (min 10 rev).

3. Jump combination (double-double) (SEN Bmay  jump combination triple-double, double-triple)
    jumps must be different than a solo jump.

4. Flying spin (min 6 revolutions in the landing position).

5. Layback spin (min 6 rev in position). Senior B men, camel/sit spin with only one change of foot
   (min. 5+5 rev).
6. Spin combination with 3 basic positions and only one change of foot (min 5+5 rev).

7. Step sequence.

Free skating 11 elements:

1.  Maximum of 7 jump elements. One must be Axel type jump. There must be at least one jump           combination or jump sequence and maximum of 3 jump combinations or sequences. Two      different kinds of double or triple jumps may be repeated twice either in a jump combination or in a jump sequence. 3 jumps sequences can jump only once.( Only one jump combination can contain may contain three jumps)
2. Three different spins of a different nature. One which must be a spin combination

    (min 10 revolutions) with or without a change of foot. One must be a spin in one foot

    and in one position (min 5 rev) and may start with a jump. One different spin which may

    be either a spin in one position and in one foot (min 5 rev) or a spin combination (min 10 rev).
