Celebrating
80 Years

by Kevin Friedrich 1935'20]5

ORIGINALLY FOUNDED by three countries (France, Germany and Switzerland)
in Paris in 1935 as the Association Internationale des Accordeonistes, the
‘Confédération Internationale Des Accordéonistes’ (CIA) was reconstituted
under its present name in May 1948 at a well-attended meeting in Lausanne,
Switzerland.

Following a preparatory convention held in Paris during the previous
January, delegates from Belgium, France, Germany, Great Britain, Holland,
Italy, Poland and Switzerland met under the Presidency of Mr. Max Francy.
Each country represented, elected three members to a Governing Board
(Conseil Superieur), which then proceeded to elect the first officers of the
Confederation.

Mr. Francis Coderay (Switzerland) was elected President, with Mr. Max
Castelli (Great Britain) and Professor Luigi Oreste Anzaghi (ltaly) as Vice
Presidents; Mr. Max Francy (France) became the first General Secretary,
with Mr. Frans van Cappelle (Holland) as Assistant, Mr. Charles Demaele
(Belgium) as Treasurer, Mr. Crzybek (Poland) as Assistant Treasurer and Mr.
Ernst Ditzuleit (Germany) as Archivist-Librarian or Custodian of Records.

At the following Congress held in Paris in January, 1949, various changes
were made in the Governing Board; Mr. Demaele of Belgium who had served
a short term in the of office as President in succession to Mr. Coderay, was
himself succeeded by Mr. Adolph Oehrli from Interlaken, Switzerland, under
whose Presidency the Confederation made steady progress for the next
eight years.

Mr. Oehrli resigned in January, 1957, and was succeeded as President
by Professor Muller-Blattau of the Saar, who served in that capacity for
only one year, and was then succeeded, in 1958 by Dr. Hans Buscher, a
distinguished lawyer from Stuttgart, Germany. Under this gentle but firm
leadership the Confederation then entered another several year period of
steady consolidation.

Dr. Buscher resigned, owing to the increasing pressure of his many
professional and business commitments, in 1965, and his successor, Dr. Karl
Albrecht Majer, another successful member of the legal profession from
Vienna, Austria, was elected President at the Malta Congress in October of
that same year. After serving as the CIA President for 16 years, Ove Hahn
from Sweden took office and went on to become the longest servicing
President, holding office for 20 years. As Ove Hahn expressed his desire to
hand over the responsibility of the organization to the future generation
of leaders, in 2001 Kevin Friedrich (New Zealand), a long term CIA Vice
President was elected to President. At the conclusion of his two terms as
President Kevin Friedrich was appointed to role of CIA Ambassador, a new
role appointed by the CIA Executive Committee, while fellow Vice President
Raymond Bodell (United Kingdom) was elected President, where he is in the
midst of his second term of office.

The name of Mr. Andre Martignoni first appeared in CIA records
in July 1949 when he undertook the responsibility of recording
the minutes of the Spa Congress. This task had formerly been
carried out by Mr. Ed. J. Maillard, Secretary of the Swiss National
Accordion Union, and by Mr. A. Delapierre who served as
Secretary of the CIA during 1949 and 1950. Mr. Martignoni took
the place of Mr. Delapierre on the nomination of the President at
the Milan Congress in November 1950 and was officially elected
as Secretary General at the Paris Congress in January 1951.

Mr. Martignoni served the Confederation well as Secretary
General until 1958, and was succeeded by Mr. James Black of
Cranleigh, Great Britain who was elected to the office at the
Utrecht Congress in January of that year. Mr. Black was succeeded
by Professor Walter Maurer as General Secretary in 1975, a
position he held until 2006, making him the longest serving CIA
Executive Officer in the CIA’s history. Since that time, the office
of General Secretary, combined with Treasurer, has been held by
Kimmo Mattila (Finland) with the CIA headquarters being housed
in lkaalinen, Finland.

In the early days, the Treasurer was Mr. Albert Achermann
of Zurich, who had been elected in February, 1952, and served
in that capacity until 1959 when the post was taken over by the
Mr. Richard Edmunds of Toronto, Canada, elected at the June
Congress in New York.

During the earlier years, Dr. Otto Meyer of Surbiton, United
Kingdom served as Propaganda Officer. Succeeding him in this
role was Dr. Meyer was elected to this position at the Paris
Congress in February 1952, and continued in this role through
the end of the 1960’s. Several Propaganda Officers have served
including Walter Maurer (Austria), Lech Puchnowski (Poland),
Wolfgang Layer (Germany), Herbert Scheibenreif (Austria),
Tibor Racz (Slovakia) with the current position under the name
of Public Relations Manager being held by Harley Jones (New
Zealand) since 2001.

Mr. Max Francy holds a permanent position of Honorary
Founder President, while Mr. Adolph Oehrli and Dr. Hans
Buscher are Honorary Presidents, and Mr. Andre Martignoni and
Honorary Member of the Executive Committee. The title of CIA
Honorary Member has been bestowed upon Andre Martignoni
(Switzerland), James J. Black (United Kingdom), Professor Walter
Maurer (Austria), Maddalena Belfiore (USA) and Joan Cochran
Sommers (USA).

From the commencement it was always recognized that one
of the primary aims of the Confederation should be to elevate
the status of the accordion (which at the time was scarcely
recognized as a serious musical instrument) in the general
music world. Clearly, this would involve raising the standard of
musicianship amongst players of the instrument, and with this
objective in mind, the Lausanne convention incorporated the first
World Accordion Festival for performers. Players were nominated
by many of the participating CIA member countries to compete
for the “Coupe Mondiale”, which soon became internationally
acknowledged as one of the highest distinctions an accordion
player can achieve.

The Coupe Mondiale has been promoted regularly ever since,
the host countries including Austria, Belgium, Canada, China,
Croatia Czechoslovakia, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany,
Great Britain, Hungary, Italy, Malta, Netherlands, New Zealand,
Poland, Portugal, Slovakia, Sweden, Switzerland, USA, Venezuela,
Norway, Scotland and Yugoslavia. Through the years, the Coupe
Mondiale has been significant in establishing continually rising
standards of performance.

The introduction in 1961 of the Gold and multiple Silver and
Bronze medals for players placed in various categories enabled
many players return to their countries with various distinctions,
all of which are worthy of local, national and international
publicity, resulting in increased interest in musical activity and
positively encouraging younger players to pursue their studies
and improve their musicianship. These medal awards continued
for some years until the more recent addition of cash prizes for
the top three players in each category.

In recent years, the Confederation has increasingly recognized
the importance of securing the interest of the younger generation
of accordionists, to secure their proper place in cultural activity
throughout the world. With this in mind, a special International
competition for Juniors was run for a number of years, in which
national associations selected their best young performers
to record a performance on tape; those gaining special
commendation in the International adjudication being invited
to appear in a special presentation concert at the next Coupe
Mondiale.
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This developed into a Junior Coupe Mondiale category run for
the first time in Slovakia in 1996 with 20 entries. The Virtuoso
Entertainment category was run for the first time in conjunction
with the Coupe Mondiale in 1989 for the purpose of highlighting
the versatility of the accordion and its entertainment possibilities.
This category has enjoyed enthusiastic audiences and has since
been expanded to include a Junior Virtuoso Entertainment
category.

In London, under the auspices of the CIA member, the
National Accordion Organization of the United Kingdom, the first
International Competition for Piano Accordion was held, and a
year later, the first International Competition for Chamber Music.
Both have been included into the regular curriculum of the annual
Coupe Mondiale Competitions. In 2009, the Coupe Mondiale
featured its first ever Digital Accordion Category. In 2012 the
International Competition for Piano Accordion was enhanced to
include all keyboard systems and was renamed as the Masters
Coupe Mondiale, while the Chamber Music category has been
enhanced to offer prizes for both Classical and World music.

Membership of the Confederation has increased over the
years, from the eight associations which originally sent delegates
to the first re-constitutive assembly in Lausanne in 1948, to a total
of 36 today including 17 Premiere Voting Members and 25 Voting
Members.

The Confederation recognizes the importance of developing
the repertoire of music composed specially for the accordion,
and in addition to compiling regularly updated catalogues
of such music, for many years it also selected a new original
composition as the Test Piece for the Coupe Mondiale and also
required candidates to perform at least one other piece originally
composed for the instrument. This developed into an award
given for the best original work presented at the Coupe Mondiale
festival, which has again transitioned into the development of
the CIA Composers Portfolio which enables multiple new works,
selected by a panel of adjudicators, festival contestants and
audience members alike, to be recognized.

During the 1970’s, a Committee was set up to assist affiliated
associations with the preparation of examination syllabus, and in
securing full recognition for the instrument in the highest centers
of national musical education. It is satisfactory to record that the
accordion has now been accepted for many years into the regular
curriculum of the leading musical establishments in a number of
countries.

Recognizing outstanding contributions to the International
accordion movement, the CIA bestows annual awards including
its CIA Merit Award and Honored Friend of the Accordion Award.
Since their inception in 1963, 96 Merit Awards recipients have
been awarded while and 29 Honored Friends have been awarded
since 2003.

Under its democratic system of management, the
Confederation continues to extend its scope and develop its
membership from year to year. Full control of all activity is vested
in the General Assembly of Delegates which meets twice each
year, at a “Summer Congress” held during the period of the Coupe
Mondiale, and a “Winter Congress” usually held in the early part
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of the year. Each affiliated country is entitled to send delegates to
the Congress. All matters of policy are determined by free vote
at the General Assemblies, at which all affiliated countries have
voting rights.

In 1975 the CIA became the first instrument specific
organization to be accepted into the International Music Council
(IMC) which is the largest non-governmental division of UNESCO.

In 2007 under the direction of Joan C. Sommers, the
CIA initiated the World Accordion Orchestra in Washington,
DC, allowing musicians including Delegates, Jury Members,
Contestants and guests artists to join together under the friendship
of Music to create an International Accordion Orchestra. This
project highlighted new commissions for accordion orchestra
as well as enabling our participants to work with Internationally
renowned conductors. The magnificent success was followed
by the staging of the CIA World Accordion Orchestra (WAO) Il in
Scotland in 2008, WAO Il in Auckland, New Zealand, WAO |V in
Varazdin, Croatia, WAO V in Shanghai, China, WAO VI in Spoleto,
Italy, WAO VIl in Victoria, BC, Canada and WAO VIl in Salzburg,
Austria.

With the support of the Suomen Harmonikkaliitto (Finnish
Accordion Association) and our own CIA members, we have
successfully developed a spectacular collection of documents and
historical material at our CIA Archive Center housed in lkaalinen,
Finland.  This unprecedented collection will be continually
developed, and while it is currently available for research, it will
eventually be expanded into digital format for general viewing
online.

On a technological front, the CIA has taken great strides.
Embracing the available technology, the CIA has developed its
internet presence to include a website profiling the organization
and activities, as well as our Coupe Mondiale website, making the
Coupe Mondiale the only International competition, to conduct
its entry system, registration process and competition draw in
digital format. In addition, the Coupe Mondiale website has
been an important asset for the CIA, offering world wide viewers
the option to watch each of our competition categories online,
with video and still image footage being archived for reference
viewing.

More recently, the CIA inaugurated World Accordion Day
to be celebrated each May 6. The annual event showcases a
variety of activities from around the globe, and has featured
two International 24 Live Streamed broadcast hosted by Grayson
Masefield and Frédéric Deschamps. Featuring a diverse array
of accordion activities from our CIA membership as well as
International guests.

Today, 80 years, 68 Coupe Mondiale World Accordion
Champions and 134 General Assemblies later, working together
with our CIA members from around the globe and our fellow
organizations in the International Music Council, the CIA continues
to promote international excellence with the accordion, while
showcasing our talented young musicians who to play it.

Kansainvalinen

Harmonikkaliitto 80 vuotta

ALKUPERAINEN “Association Internationale des Accordeo-
nistes” perustettiin Pariisissa vuonna 1935, jolloin paikalla oli-
vat perustajamaat Ranska, Saksa ja Sveitsi. Vuosia myohemmin,
toukokuussa 1948 Sveitsin Lausannessa pidetyssa kokouksessa
liitto muodostettiin uudelleen sen nykyisella nimella Confédéra-
tion Internationale des Accordéonistes (CIA).

Pariisissa oli jarjestetty tammikuussa 1948 valmistava ko-
koontuminen, jossa Belgian, Ranskan, Saksan, Iso-Britannian,
Hollannin, Italian, Puolan ja Sveitsin edustajat tapasivat Max
Francyn johdolla. Kukin jasenmaa valitsi kolme jasenta valtuus-
toon, joka valitsi hallituksen ja toimihenkil6t.

Puheenjohtajat ja toimihenkilot

Uudelleenperustamisen yhteydessa valittiin puheenjohtajak-
si Francis Coderay (Sveitsi) ja Max Castelli (Iso-Britannia) ja Luigi
Oreste Anzaghi (Italia) varapuheenjohtajiksi. Max Francy (Ranska)
valittiin ensimmaiseksi paasihteeriksi ja Frans van Cappelle (Hol-
lanti) avustajaksi. Rahastonhoitajan virkaan valittiin Charles De-
maele (Belgia) ja avustajaksi puolalainen herra Crzybek. [Etunimi
ei ole sailynyt arkistotiedoissa.] Uuden jarjeston arkistonhoitajak-
si valittiin Ernst Ditzuleit (Saksa).

Seuraava kokous pidettiin jalleen Pariisissa vuoden kuluttua
tammikuussa 1949. Sielld johtokuntaan tehtiin useita muutoksia;
Charles Demaele, joka oli toiminut lyhyen ajan liiton puheenjoh-
tajana, luovutti tehtdvan Adolph Oehrlille (Interlaken, Sveitsi),
joka jatkoikin puheenjohtajana seuraavat kahdeksan vuotta.

Oehrli jatti puheenjohtajuuden tammikuussa 1957. Hanen
seuraajanaan toimi vuoden verran professori Muller-Blattau
(Ranska), jonka jalkeen tehtavan otti vuonna 1958 tohtori Hans
Buscher (Saksa). Buscherin monivuotisella kaudella liitto vahvistui
merkittavasti ja sen toiminta laajeni.

Vuonna 1965 Buscher luopui tehtdvastaan, jolloin hdanen seu-
raajakseen valittiin Maltan kongressissa itavaltalainen tohtori ja
lakimies Karl Albrecht Majer. Majer oli pitkdaikainen puheenjoh-
taja, jonka 16 vuotta kestdneen kauden jalkeen puheenjohtajaksi
tuli ruotsalainen Ove Hahn. Han oli CIA:n puheenjohtaja perati
20 vuotta aina vuoteen 2001 asti. Hanen jalkeensa puheenjohta-
juutta hoiti uusiseelantilainen Kevin Friedrich. Kahden 4-vuotis-
kauden jalkeen hanet nimitettiin CIA:n ldhettildaksi, ja puheen-
johtajuuden sai brittildinen Raymond Bodell. Han hoitaa tehtavaa
edelleen.

Andre Martignon toimi kesdkuussa 1949 Spassa jarjestetyn

1935-2015

kokouksen sihteerind. Taman tehtévan oli aiemmin hoitanut Ed J.
Maillard, Sveitsin harmonikkaliiton sihteeri, ja A. Delapierre, joka
toimi CIA:n sihteerind vuosina 1949 ja 1950. Martignoni valittiin
virallisesti liiton paasihteeriksi Pariisin kokouksessa tammikuussa
1951.

Martignoni toimi liiton paasihteerind vuoteen 1958, jolloin
tehtdvassa jatkoi saman vuoden tammikuussa valittu britti James
J. Black. Black oli keskeinen CIA:n toimihenkil6, joka luovutti vir-
kansa vuonna 1975 itdvaltalaiselle professori Walter Maurerille.
Han oli paasihteerind vuoteen 2006 saakka. Siita lahtien padasih-
teerind toimii Kimmo Mattila, jonka johdolla CIA:n toimipaikka
siirtyi Suomeen ja lkaalisiin.

Taloudenhoitajaja toimi Albert Achermann (Zirich) 1952-
1959, jonka jdlkeen hdnen tehtdvadnsa jatkoi Richard Edmunds
Kanadasta.

Helmikuussa 1952 pidetyssa Pariisin kongressissa liiton pro-
paganda-asiamieheksi valittiin Otto Meyer (Iso-Birtannia). Han
hoiti tehtavaa aina 1960-luvun loppupuolelle asti. Samassa tehta-
vassa ovat vuosien varrella toimineet muun muassa Walter Mau-
rer (Itdvalta), Lech Puchnowski (Puola), Wolfgang Layer (Saksa),
Herbert Scheibenreif (Itdvalta) ja Tibor Racz (Slovakia). Erikoinen
ja vanhanaikainen titteli muutettiin PR-vastaavan tehtavaksi, jota
hoitaa 2001 lahtien Harley Jones Uudesta-Seelannista.

CIA:n perustajiin kuulunut Max Francy oli liiton ensimmainen
kunniapuheenjohtaja. Kunniapuheenjohtajiksi on kutsuttu myos
Adolph Oehrli ja Hans Buscher. Kunniajdseniksi on vuosikymmen-
ten saatossa kutsuttu Andre Martignoni, James J. Black, Walter
Maurer, Maddalena Belfiore (USA) seka Joan Cochran Sommers
(USA).

Toiminnan tavoitteet ja kulmakivet

Alusta asti oli selvaa, etta yksi liiton paatavoitteista olisi har-
monikan aseman parantaminen musiikkimaailmassa yleisesti.
Harmonikkaa ei tuolloin pidetty kovin vakavasti otettavana soit-
timena. Tama tietysti tarkoitti muusikkouden standardien nos-
tamista soittajien keskuudessa. Taman ajatuksen kirvoittamana
Lausannen edustajakokous paatti perustaa ensimmaisen maail-
manlaajuisen harmonikkafestivaalin. Soittajia asetettiin ehdolle
uuteen Coupe Mondiale- kilpailuun monesta CIA:n jasenmaasta.
Coupe Mondialesta tulikin nopeasti kansainvalisesti arvostettu
tapahtuma, johon osallistuminen oli harmonikansoittajalle tarkea
ja korkea tavoite.

Alusta lahtien Coupe Mondiale —kilpailu on pyritty jarjesta-
maan taiteellisesti korkealla tasolla. Isdntdmaita ovat olleet muun
muassa ltavalta, Belgia, Kanada, Kiina, Kroatia, Tsekkoslovakia,
Tanska, Suomi, Ranska, Saksa, Iso-Britannia, Unkari, Italia, Mal-



ta, Alankomaat, Uusi-Seelanti, Puola, Portugali, Slovakia, Ruotsi,
Sveitsi, USA, Venezuela, Norja Skotlanti ja Jugoslavia.

Vuodesta toiseen Coupe Mondiale on maarittanyt korkeim-
man tason, ikdan kuin kansainvélisen standardin, mita harmonik-
kamusiikin piirissa kulloinkin on.

Vuonna 1961 kilpailussa otettiin kayttoon kulta-, hopea- ja
pronssimitalit, jotka palkitut soittajat saivat osoituksena kilpailu-
menestyksestdan. Palkinnot lisasivat osaltaan mielenkiintoa mu-
siikkiin, ja rohkaisivat nuorempiakin soittajia kehittamaan itsedan
musiikin saralla. N&ita mitaleja jaettiin joitakin vuosia, kunnes
kaytantoon tulivat rahapalkinnot kunkin kilpailusarjan kolmelle
parhaalle soittajalle.

Uusia sarjoja ja musiikkityyleja

ClIA:n piirissa oivallettiin, kuinka tarkeda on edistda nuorem-
man sukupolven mahdollisuuksia sijoittua musiikkiammattiin ja
kulttuurielaman eri aloille. Taman ajatuksen pohjalta jarjestettiin
muutamien vuosien ajan nuorille kansainvalinen nauhakilpailu,
jossa eri maiden liitot valitsivat edustajansa ja joiden soittamat
danitteet lahetettiin kansainvélisen raadin arvioitaviksi. Parhaiksi
arvioidut kutsuttiin esiintymaan seuraavan vuoden Coupe Mon-
diale -juhlallisuuksiin.

Nauhakilpailusta kehittyi vuosien myéta Junior Coupe Mon-
diale -sarja, joka jarjestettiin ensimmadistd kertaa vuonna 1996
Slovakiassa. Ohjelmiston kirjo laajeni edelleen, ja Virtuoso Enter-
tainment -sarja jarjestettiin ensimmaista kertaa vuonna 1989. Uu-
den sarjan tarkoituksena oli korostaa harmonikan monipuolisuut-
ta seka soittimena etta viihteen vélineend. Tama kategoria onkin
saanut nauttia innokkaasta yleisosta. Myds tdma sarja laajentui
sittemmin nuorille alle 18-vuotiaille junioreille.

Lontoossa jarjestettiin Iso-Britannian harmonikkaliiton toi-
mesta ensimmaisen kerran erityinen pianoharmonikkakilpailu
ja vuotta myéhemmin ohjelmaan liitettiin kamarimusiikkisarja.
Kumpikin sarja on sittemmin liitetty Coupe Mondialen vakio-oh-
jelmistoon. Vuodesta 2009 on jarjestetty my6s oma sarja digitaa-
lisille harmonikoille, joita soitinteollisuus alkoi valmistaa 2000-Iu-
vun alussa.

Pianoharmonikalle tarkoitetusta sarjasta poistui tarpeetto-
maksi kaynyt soitintyyppiin liittyva rajoitus, ja sarjan nimeksi tuli
Masters Category. Sen ohjelmisto on klassinen, mutta kilpailun
paasarjaa lyhyempi. Yhtyesarjaan paatettiin sisallyttda myos ns.
maailmanmusiikki klassisen kamarimusiikin rinnalle.

Kansainvalisen harmonikkaliiton jasenmaara on vuosien var-
rella kasvanut huomattavasti. Nykyisin ClA:lla on kaikkiaan 42
jasenyhdistystd 34 eri maassa. Uusia jasenmaita on liittynyt mu-
kaan varsinkin 2010-luvulla.

Harmonikalle savelletyn alkuperdisohjelmiston merkitys tun-
nustettiin jo liiton alkuvaiheessa, ja nuotiston kokoaminen ja oh-
jelmiston saatavuuden edistaminen onkin ollut yksi tarkea liiton
tehtdva. Coupe Mondialen ohjelmistossa oli usean vuosikymme-
nen ajan tietty pakollinen teos, joka tilattiin vuosittain joltain isdn-
tdmaan tunnetulta saveltajalta. Muutama vuosi sitten pakollises-
ta kappaleesta luovuttiin, ja sen sijaan vuosittain on koottu uusien
julkaisemattomien savellysten kokoelmaa, johon saveltdjat ovat
voineet lahettda uusia teoksiaan promootiota varten.

Pedagogiikan ja opetusolojen kehittyessa 1970-luvulla perus-
tettiin tydéryhma, jonka auttoi eri jasenmaita laatimaan harmoni-
kansoiton tutkintovaatimuksia oppilaitoksia varten. Pyrkimys oli
saada harmonikka tasavertaiseksi soittimeksi muiden instrument-
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tien kanssa musiikkioppilaitoksissa ja korkeakouluissa. Nykyisin
voimme olla tyytyvaisia siihen, ettd harmonikka on useimmissa
maissa hyvaksytty muiden soittimien tapaan osaksi musiikkiela-
man normaaleja rakenteita.

Kansainvalinen harmonikkaliitto on vuodesta 1963 ldhtien
myontanyt 96 ansioituneelle taiteilijalle CIA Merit Award —huo-
mionosoituksen. Honored Friend of the Accordion —kunniakirjalla
on palkittu 29 henkil63, jotka ovat ansiokkaasti vaikuttaneet kan-
sainvalisesti harmonikkamusiikin asemaan.

Jarjestona Kansainvalinen Harmonikkaliitto toimii demokra-
tian periaatteiden mukaan. Hallitus ja musiikkikomitea valitaan
vaaleilla tietyin valiajoin. Ylintd paatosvaltaa kayttaa jarjeston
yleiskokous, joka kokoontuu kaksi kertaa vuodessa. Jokainen ja-
senjdrjestd nimittaa naihin kokouksiin omat edustajansa.

Vuonna 1975 CIA péasi kansainvalisen musiikkineuvoston (In-
ternational Music Council) jaseneksi ensimmadisena yhteen soit-
timeen perustuvana kansainvadlisena jarjestona. Kansainvalinen
Musiikkineuvosto on YK:n tiede- ja kulttuurijarjesto UNESCON
suurin vapaaehtoisjarjesto, jonka periaatteita myods CIA omassa
toiminnassaan noudattaa.

Vuonna 2007 CIA toteutti yhteistyossa prof. Joan C. Sommer-
sin kanssa World Accordion Orchestra —projektin Washingtonissa
USA:ssa. Liiton edustajat, tuomaristojen jasenet, kilpailijat ja vie-
railevat taiteilijat saivat mahdollisuuden olla osana kansainvalista
harmonikkaorkesteria. Tama hammastyttava kansainvalinen pro-
jekti jatkui kahdeksan kertaa Skotlannissa, Uudessa-Seelannissa,
Kroatiassa, Kiinassa, Italiassa, Kanadassa ja Itdvallassa.

Suomen harmonikkaliiton ja CIA:n jasenten avulla on onnis-
tuttu kokoamaan suuri maara dokumentteja ja historiallista mate-
riaalia Ikaalisiin perustettuun CIA:n arkistoon. Tata ainutlaatuista
kokoelmaa kehitetaan jatkuvasti. Arkiston materiaalit ovat saata-
villa tutkittavaksi tulevaisuudessa myos digitaalimuodossa.

CIA on ottanut laajasti kdyttéon nykyaikaisen tekniikan suo-
mia mahdollisuuksia. CIA:n verkkosivut esittelevat sen toimintaa,
organisaatiota ja kansainvalisia tapahtumia. Coupe Mondiale —
kilpailulle on rakennettu omat sivut, jotka sisaltavat paljon myos
historiallista dokumentointia. Kilpailuilmoittautuminen, tuoma-
riston tyoskentely ja monet muut Coupe Mondialen hallintaan
liittyvat tehtdvat hoidetaan kansainvalisen tyoryhman kesken
omaa kansainvalisesti ainutlaatuista jarjestelmaa kayttden. Jar-
jestelma on kehitetty Suomessa.

ClA:n sivuilla on suuri maara valokuvia, videoleikkeitd ja muu-
ta dokumentointia vuosittaisista kilpailuista ja muista tapahtumis-
ta. Kaikki aineisto on avoimesti kdytossa kaikkialla maailmassa.
Coupe Mondiale —kilpailut ovat myos nahtavissa videoina monen
vuoden ajalta CIA:n videoarkistossa.

Harmonikan historiassa 6.5.1829 on tarkea pdiva, silla sil-
loin Cyrill Demian patentoi Wienissa accordion-nimisen pienen
soittimen. Sen innoittamana CIA alkoi vuonna 2009 viettaa tou-
kokuun 6. pdivana kansainvalista harmonikan teemapaivaa, joka
on saanut eri puolilla maailmaa aktiivisen vastaanoton. Grayson
Masefield ja Frédéric Deschamps ovat jarjestaneet kahdesti kan-
sainvalisen 24-tunnin videostriimauksen teemapaivan kunniaksi.
Lahetys on sisadltanyt harmonikkaohjelmaa eri maista seka CIA:n
jasenjarjestoilta etta kansainvalisilta vierailta.

Tanaan, 80 vuotta, 68 Coupe Mondiale —kilpailua ja 134 liit-
tokokousta myohemmin, CIA jatkaa tyotdaan harmonikan kansain-
valisen tunnettuuden edistamiseksi yhteistydssa eri jarjestojen ja
Kansainvalisen Musiikkineuvoston kanssa. Siind tyossa erityisesti
nuoret lahjakkaat harmonikansoittajat eri puolilta maailmaa ovat
suuri ylpeyden aihe.

Tapio Wirkkala was a Finnish designer and sculptor,

a major figure of post-war design. His 100 years
anniversary is celebrated in 2015 in many ways. For this
reason one of his most famous steel design is presented
as prize item in the Coupe Mondiale 2015, for best
players in each category.

Wirkkala’s work ranges from metalware to glass,
ceramics and plywood in a range of styles. He designed
the Finnish markka banknotes introduced in 1955,
created most famous glass design Ultima Thule

and won several International Prizes. His range was
immense, designing glassware, stoneware, jewelry,

and furniture for mass production, as well as individual
sculptures in several media.

Vincenzo Canali

VINCENZO CANALI (s. 1937 Castelfidardo) on ollut koko elamén-
sd ajan monipuolinen vaikuttaja harmonikkamusiikin eri saroilla
Italiassa. Han oivalsi jo varhain, ettd harmonikassa piilee valtava
kulttuurihistoriallinen merkitys, jonka tallentaminen ja edelleen
kehittdaminen on tarkeda. Canali oli keskeinen henkild Castelfidar-
don kansainvalisen harmonikkamuseon perustamisessa. Museo
avattiin vuonna 1981, ja Canalista tuli sen johtaja vuonna 2007.
Canali oli perustamassa Castelfidardon kansainvélista harmonik-
kafestivaalia ja —kilpailua, joka on jarjestetty jo vuodesta 1987
|ahtien.

Vincenzo Canali on jo 20 vuoden ajan jarjestanyt yhteistyossa
Italian lahetyst6jen ja Marchen aluehallinnon kanssa konsertteja
eri maissa maailmaa tehddkseen harmonikkaa ja Castelfidardoa
tunnetuksi. Canali on saanut tuekseen muita italialaisia muusikoi-
ta, ja konsertteja on pidetty mm. Brasiliassa, Meksikossa, Ruot-
sissa, Kanadassa, Vendjalla, Uruguayssa, Australiassa ja USA:ssa.

Mr. Canali has organized since 20 years a series of concert tours
in collaboration with the Italian Embassies and the Institution
of the Region Marche in many countries and continents: Brazil,
Egypt, Mexico, Sweden, Canada, Russia, Uruguay, Australia and
USA. Due to those concerts the accordion obtained an important
consideration also in many countries where it has been almost
unknown.

In 2012 the City of Castelfidardo conferred to Mr. Canali the
important “Sigillo di Castelfidardo” Award, that every year is
assigned to a citizen who stood out for special merits. In same
year the President of the Italian Republic conferred him the
honor award of “Cavaliere dell’'Ordine al merito della Repubblica
Italiana”.

Vuonna
1994 héanet palkittiin Hopeinen levy —huomionosoituksella Mos-
kovan Bayan & Bajanists —festivaalilla.

Alexander Skljarov on kansainvilisesti arvostettu harmonikka-
taiteilija, joka on konsertoinut mm. Ranskassa, Sveitsissd, Japa-
nissa, Ukrainassa, Saksassa, Italiassa, Bulgariassa, Jugoslaviassa,
Tsekkoslovakiassa, Espanjassa, Koreassa ja Puolassa. Han on toi-
minut my6s monien kansainvalisten kilpailujen tuomaristossa.

Vuonna 1994 Alexander Skljarov vastaanotti Venajan kansan-
taiteilija —kunniamerkin.

ALEXANDER SKLYAROV Sklyarov (Russia) was born on 16 July
1949, in Borsoglebsk (Voronezh Region). He is an accordionist and
a laureate of the international competition.

In 1964 he graduated from the children’s music school in
Borisoglebsk, where he was taught by V.P. Maslov. In 1968 he
graduated from Gnesin’s musical college in Moscow, where he
studied in the class of professor A.T. Gatsenko. He studied in the
Russian Academy of Music in the classes of prof. A.A. Lubennikov
and prof. S.M. Kolobkov, and graduated in 1973.

Since 1973, Alexander Sklyarov has been a teacher at the
Voronezh Academy of Arts and few years later he has worked as a
solo performer with the Voronezh Philharmonic. He won the 1st
Prize in the international Coupe Mondiale accordion competition
in Brugge (Belgium) in 1971, and the Silver Disk Award in the
international competition “Bayan and Bayanists” in Moscow in
1994.

Alexander Sklyarov has performed in France, Switzerland,
Japan, Ukraine, Germany, Italy, Bulgaria, Yugoslavia,
Czechoslovakia, Spain, South-Korea, Poland, and others. Regularly,
he is invited to be a member of the jury in many competitions.

In 1994, Alexander Sklyarov was named The People’s Artist
of Russia.

A musician who can look back over hundreds of concerts in Finland,
elsewhere in Europe and in Asia, Mika Vdyrynen (b.1967) is one othe
worlds best known and most highly-acclaimed accordionists. He began
his concert career in the mid-1980s and has since been the soloist with
almost all the professional Finnish orchestras , many european orchestras
and at the music festivals the world over. As a chamber musician he has
also appeared with numerous other world-class artists.

Since 1990, Mika Véyrynen has released upwards of 20 discs that have
aroused great national and international interest. His critically-acclaimed
complete recording of the Goldberg Variations, for example, has acquired
cult status among accordion players and is one of the best selling
representatives in its genre. 2013 he finished complete recording of all
Bach’s French Suites. His duo cd with japanese cellist Yoko Hasegawa was
awarded 5 stars from most Japanese music press and was sold out right
away after publishing. He has made many world premiere recordings
of new works for accordion. He has been artist of Finnish National
Broadcasting company since 1985.

Mika Vdyrynen is an active performer and champion of contemporary
music. He has works written for and dedicated to him by many composers,
among them Jouni Kaipainen, Paavo Korpijaakko, Olli Kortekangas, Anatoli
Kusyakov, Kirmo Lintinen, Pasi Lyytikdinen, Pehr Henrik Nordgren, Juhani
Nuorvala, Bogdan Precz, Kari Rydman, Aulis Sallinen and Erkki-Sven Tur.

A highly-respected pedagogue, Mika Védyrynen teaches the accordion
at the Sibelius Academy (Helsinki, Finland, since 2000) and has guest
lectured at many foreign music academies and universities. 1992-1996
he worked at Kartner Landeskonservatorium (Klagenfurt, Austria) as
professor and head of accordion faculty. His students have won several
prizes in accordion competitions, as well as in competitions for multi-
instruments. He has been awarded several cultural prizes and grants,
including national artist grant. 2014 he was awarded Italian “Voce
d’oro” prize. He won the 1st Prize in the Coupe Mondiale competition in
Switzerland in 1989.

Mika Vayrynen started accordion playing at age of 5 years . After some
private teachers tuition, he was accepted to study accordion playing at
Tampere Conservatory. 1981-1985 he studied at “Specially Talented
Childrens Departement” at the Sibelius Academy. 1985 he continue his
studies at soloist class at the Sibelius Academy, performed his concert
diplom with exellent numbers 1991 and got Masters’s Degree in music
1992. During season 1988-1989 he studied in Paris, France. He become
Doctor of Music 1997, from the Sibelius Academy.
